Apologies were received from Cllr Wright.

TO RECEIVE A POLICE REPORT
PCSO Clapp gave PC Thomas’s apologies.  She also apologised for her departure after the Police Report and that she would not be able to attend the next meeting.  She reported that there were 21 crimes and 69 calls in July 2011 compared with 23 crimes and 109 calls in July 2010.  Details were given of various crimes.  The closure of Hind Street and resulting two-way traffic in Mill Street had begun.  Speeding in Barrack Road had been reported as a concern.  PC Thomas has stated that despite a 50% cut in provision, the speed detector unit still visits the Barrack Road site once a month.  Cllr Lewis asked for data regarding speeding at this site, recalling that speeding was more of a problem going up the hill.  He also commented on the reduced number of calls and asked for data on calls for 1st – 30th June 2010 compared with the same period in 2011.
