· Form new entrance to shoppers car park entrance during construction
· Additional strengthening of the Listed Wall

· Hit and miss support to existing listed wall

· Temporary white lining to car parking bays

· Stone facing of retaining walls

· Phase 3 – June – July
· Excavate and install storm and foul drainage
· Reduce level dig and form traffic islands
· Base course
· Temporary white line car parking bays
· Close off existing entrance to car park
· Phase 4 – August – September
· Install street furniture
· Signage
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· Soft landscaping
· Wearing course and white lining phased over 5 days

A member of the public spoke against Aggregate Industries proposed intention to apply for planning permission for a site at Straitgate in the next 2 years and highlighted

· the last response to the Mineral Core Strategy Options Consultation Paper had been poor
· Its anticipated if quarrying is permitted  there will be about 100 20ton lorry movements every day

· Few local people would be employed here –when last enquired at Blackhill only 8 people were employed there

· The Straitgate Action Group will be responding to the Minerals Core Strategy Options regarding Question 2 and Question 8.1 in opposition  of the questions posed
· It is important  we all respond to this second consultation  as this document could seal the fate for Straitgate and quarrying in Ottery St Mary

To Consider a response to the Minerals Core Strategy Consultation
This item was debated at length with Councillor Giles highlighting if a quarry was allowed at Straitgate there would be 8 million tons of reserves, 400,000 tons of sand/gravel for about 20 years plus about 800 lorry movements. There is already a Sand and Gravel Quarry in Uffculme being used and no requirement for a new one was felt necessary.
