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Minutes of the Meeting of Ottery St Mary Town Council held in the Council Chamber on Monday 5th December 2011 at 7.00pm

PRESENTATION BY DISTRICT COUNCILLOR MIKE ALLEN (CHAIRMAN OF THE LOCAL DEVELOPMENT FRAMEWORK PANEL) REGARDING THE OUTCOME OF ITS MEETINGS INCLUDING PUBLIC AND COUNCILLORS’ QUESTIONS
Cllr Allen described the nature of the Local Development Framework (LDF) work since it started in 2006.  He stated that the Plan must be consistent with national policy, must have a strong economic, environmental approach with rural protection and must conform to what local people want.  He stated that the Panel did not understand what Ottery St Mary Town Council (OSMTC) wanted for its economic approach and invited the council to submit additional information with evidence.  He provided some statistical information for Councillors regarding demographic trends and housing.
The Mayor expressed concern that neither he nor Cllr Giles had been listened to when presenting OSMTC’s views to the LDF Panel.  He stated that public meetings had been held in all four Wards of the council’s Parish to elicit public opinion. 

A resident of West Hill asked Cllr Allen why he had to disapprove of Cllr Wright in an LDF Panel meeting, causing her to leave in tears and why he would not allow Cllr Giles to speak so that as a result the electorate’s voice was not heard.  Cllr Allen said that he had since apologised to Cllr Wright and stated that there is a difficulty with predetermination by councillors. Regarding Cllr Giles, Cllr Allen stated that he had nothing to say that would benefit the meeting, that discussions were under way at East Devon District Council (EDDC) and that as a result he could not make any comments.
A resident of Ottery St Mary asked about the phrase “West End” in the Plan and whether it implies that there will be further development so that Ottery St Mary joins up with Cranbrook. Cllr Allen stated that bringing development south of the A30 is not on the agenda until at least 2026. 
A resident of Ottery St Mary asked whether development would be to the west of the town where the infrastructure, particularly roads, is suitable, rather that to the east of the town. Cllr Allen stated that EDDC has no intention of developing to the east of the town but that Developers may have different ideas. Developers would then have to overcome the resistance of the Town and District Councils.  He stated that if Ottery St Mary developed a Neighbourhood Plan this would have further influence.
A resident of Butts Road, Ottery St Mary stated that she felt the town risks being smothered by too much development.

A resident of Higher Ridgeway, Ottery St Mary asked what grade of Agricultural land the proposed Redrow development would be built on. The Clerk will investigate and inform the questioner.  

The Mayor asked why he was not allowed to speak about the Wards of the Parish at the LDF Panel Meeting of 6th September.  Cllr Allen stated that his understanding at the time was that he was from West Hill.  He acknowledged his ignorance of the Ward structure.
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Cllr Holmes asked for reassurance that Cllr Allen’s difference of opinion with District Councillors Wright and Giles would not affect OSMTC’s chances of obtaining what it wants in the Local Plan.  Cllr Allen stated that he believed all Towns/Parishes should have a fair hearing and that is the reason for his attendance at this meeting.
Cllr Wright stated that regarding economic development Ottery St Mary is only 10/15minute drive from the Science Park and that there are 10/12 empty units in the town.

Cllr Carter asked why no response had been received from Mark Williams (EDDC Chief Executive Officer) regarding OSMTC’s complaint about the LDF Panel meeting of 7th September.  The letter had been acknowledged, but no response received and no response had been received when a further request was made on 8th November.  Cllr Allen deplored the delay in a response to a complaint made about the meeting and about him.  He stated that when the vote took place about Ottery St Mary, he voted for the Ottery St Mary proposal but this was defeated 5:4.  
Cllr J Harding asked how many members of the public needed to write in for it to be considered as evidence.  Cllr Allen stated that it was the type of evidence that was important: statistical evidence is required but not opinion or emotion.  He encouraged full use of the consultation period on the Local Plan before the 31st January 2012 deadline.
The Mayor re-stated that the difference between the Local Plan’s housing numbers for Ottery St Mary and the Town Council’s requirement is 100 houses and not 50 as Cllr Allen had stated.

Cllr Allen finished by saying that he would appreciate it if OSMTC would give a clear indication of how many houses it would want at Island Farm and the Cutler Hammer Factory sites.  Also what industrial workspace is required – where and of what kind.

Cllr Allen was thanked for his contribution and then left the Council Chamber.

TO RECEIVE A POLICE REPORT
PC Thomas reported that he was pleased that his shift pattern allowed him to attend.  Shifts for Neighbourhood Beat Managers (NBMs) are being made more flexible to allow him more daytime shifts.  He reported that there were 25 crimes and 59 calls in November 2011 compared with 22 crimes and 102 calls in November 2010.  The number of calls has been reducing partly because any crime calls received are logged as such straight away.  8 crimes arose from Tar Barrels which he stated was small considered the numbers attending.  He responded to a previous request from a Councillor regarding the number of crimes in Thorne Farm Way and whether there had been an increase since street lights had been turned off at night.  2006 – 8crimes, 2007 – 4, 2008 – 3, 2009 – 0, 2010 – 0, 2011-4.  He gave the opinion that there did not appear to be any relationship. 

Cllr Carter asked if there had been traffic problems since the opening of Sainsbury’s.  PC Thomas reported that from a Police point of view there had been no traffic problems and no shoplifters.  There had been reports of some anti-social behaviour outside the store but nothing had been reported at the time of the incidents.  He stressed that it was important to report at the time.

It was agreed that in response to the consultation it be re-iterated that 300 houses be included for Ottery St Mary town.  It was RESOLVED that a Public Meeting be called in early January at the Institute to gain more evidence from the Town’s residents.  This would then be followed by a Planning Committee Meeting at which the Council’s response would be formulated to meet the 31st January 2012 deadline.
11/12/09
TO RECEIVE REPORTS FROM EDDC AND DCC COUNCILLORS
The Mayor requested that EDDC and DCC Councillors provide their reports to the Clerk seven days before the meeting. The Clerk will then distribute the reports with the Agenda for the meeting. If there is anything contained in the report which requires a Council decision, comment or response, an Agenda item can be included to that effect. 
1. Cllr Giles had previously emailed his Report to Councillors which included: Ottery Hospital, water quality in Ottery St Mary, new bus stop at Paternoster Row, Recycling, Pedestrian and Cycleway Land of Canaan, Priority System in Silver Street and Snow Warden Scheme in West Hill.

a) Pedestrian and Cycleway at Land of Canaan: The Council agreed to support the suggestion of a safer access to/from Canaan Way through a link slightly to the north and another link slightly to the south of the existing link.

b) Priority System in Silver Street Ottery St Mary: The Council suggested that there should be a priority system for traffic leaving Broad Street through the narrow section of Silver Street and that DCC should be asked to look into the practicalities and report back to the Council.
c) Snow Warden Scheme in West Hill: Cllr Giles’ request for the Council to purchase a salt distributor to save VAT was refused. The equipment would not be an asset of the Council and so the VAT could not be reclaimed.

2. Cllr Wright gave a verbal report including: Blue Cedar Homes (West Hill) Public Enquiry Appeal dismissed,  Westhayes application (West Hill) had been recommended for approval but was now recommended for refusal because of the Inspector’s decision on Blue Cedar Homes.  The Devonshire Homes Public Enquiry Appeal (Tipton St John) was due to start the next day.  The application for 192 homes at Feniton was recommended for refusal.  The Local Plan (previously Local Development Framework or LDF) was now out for consultation until 31st January 2012.
District Councillor Cox was invited to make a verbal report:

The Council was consulted in March 2007 regarding a proposed Creation Order to record a public footpath at Claremont Fields connecting with the recorded Footpath No. 50 from a link resulting from a planning condition for the housing development.  It was also consulted in August 2010.  An objection was made by the landowner and details of the route were found to be incorrect.  DCC therefore intends to make a new Order using a route used by the public alongside Nos. 89 and 87 Claremont Field before joining the footpath in the field through a kissing gate rather than a stile.  It was RESOLVED that these plans are acceptable to the Council and the Clerk will respond by the 9th December deadline in advance of the new Order being made.

A meeting had been held on 30th November between the ramp Contractor, Skateboard/BMX Trustees and the Council.  The Trustees agreed to return to the Council the £10,000 already paid to them.  In addition the Trustees agreed to pay to the Council an additional £10,300 for the Council to act as “banker” for the project if the Council approves this action. £7,000 will be paid to the ramp Contractor when the Contractors start on the site; £7,000 will be paid when the steel structure is erected and £6,300 paid on completion.  The ramps will now be concrete covered and the Contractor has indicated a favourable response from EDDC Planning regarding this change. The Contractor has stated that as long as the concrete ramp plan is approved, he will maintain it for £4,000 per annum as £2,500 contribution had been agreed from each of King’s School and the Council (i.e. £5,000 total).  The £1,000 saving would be paid to the Trustees to maintain the site and provide public liability insurance. The Contractor has indicated that (weather permitting) installation could be completed in 8 weeks.
It was RESOLVED that the Council will act as “Banker” for the project and make payment to the Contractor in 3stages as described above.

(7) 2nd December: all-day meeting at the Knowle “Working Together for the Future of East Devon”. Issues discussed included the Localism bill, the voluntary sector and Health and well-being. One presentation of interest to the Town Council was one by the Citizens Advice bureau. If it is of value they could hold a surgery in Ottery St Mary.

(b) Cllr Talbot asked about concrete signs being used by contractors in West Hill.  Cllr Giles will contact DCC Highways regarding this.

(c) Cllr Davoren stated that at the meeting with South West Water they thought there was no problem with water quality in Ottery St Mary.  

(d) Cllr Davoren expressed concern that the missing coping stones on the boundary wall with Sainsbury’s along Hind Street had not been replaced.  Cllr Giles had informed EDDC Planning that he felt that the coping should be replaced as the wall is a listed structure and in a conservation area.  He awaits a response.
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(e) Cllr Wright read out a note left with her by a member of West Hill Residents’ Association asking the Council to apply for planning permission for the notice board the council had earlier agreed to fund.  It was reiterated that the notice board would be the property of the Residents’ Association and that any necessary planning permission would need to be obtained by it.

(f) Cllr Abbott asked whether investigation should be made into removing the dividing wall between the council chamber and meeting room in order to accommodate the presence of large numbers of members of the public at a meeting.
(g) Cllr Holmes asked that in future, if Councillors were aware that a large number of members of the public were going to attend a meeting, that the Clerk should be informed.
