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Minutes of a meeting of Ottery St Mary Town Council Planning Committee
held at the Old Boys School, Yonder Street, Ottery St Mary on Monday 9th January 2012
(Following the Public Consultation on the Draft East Devon Local Plan 2006-2026 at 7pm)

This meeting was well attended by members of the public and some of the comments and concerns on the Draft EDDC Local Plan 2006-2026 are highlighted below regarding the future development for Ottery St Mary:
· Infrastructure concerns to be addressed and considered before the needs of additional homes are evaluated as there is no certainty that infrastructure will be put in place. Highlighted  was that proposals should to be put in place to reduce the risks from surface flooding
· Sewerage capacity was a main concern with any impending development in Ottery St Mary
· Highlighted  was that proposals should to be put in place to reduce the risks from surface flooding
· Impending extra traffic with more homes anticipated but nothing in the Plan to alleviate even more congestion. 
· The impending build by Redrow Homes would exacerbate traffic problem on this side of the town but some development on the West side of the town was preferred
· Concerns about the Ottermill Switchgear site which still remains an eyesore in the town. Affordable homes here favoured by the Protect Ottery St Mary Group for both the young and the old.
· Building developments around Ottery St Mary will ruin the special community feel that the town has.
· A need for the expansion/relocation of the  Kings School, Primary School, Hospital  and Medical Centre  with additional families anticipated in the town
· A high quality public transport metro link to serve Ottery St Mary with Cranbrook- Exeter.
A vote was taken with 80% in favour of 100 homes maximum.

Councillor Giles said that 2 years ago Devon County Council asked for government funding for a high quality bus service link from Ottery St Mary to Cranbrook and Exeter as this was close to a principle urban area. 
However, this had not materialised because “there was no government monies available.” In its place DCC will be providing a low quality service for a period of 2 years only. Councillor Giles remarked that this high quality transport link had still not been removed from the Local Plan.

The Mayor, Councillor Dobson felt that the original figure of 300 Maximum new homes on the west side of the town (originally put forward) should stand. Over the next 5 years he said Island Farm would attract 210 new homes and the Cutler-Hammer site 95 dwellings.

He went on to say that we needed more family and affordable homes.

Regarding the Section 106 monies Councillor Dobson clarified that Ottery St Mary Town Council would have a say how this money would be spent to enable it to grow on the western side of our town.

Councillor Dobson also felt that development on Brownfield sites should be favoured for development as opposed to new Green. He would also like to see Employment Land situated on the West side of Ottery St Mary and went on to say that  some development on the plot of land in front of the Hospital would also be favoured.

Councillor Harding mentioned his concern regarding the Fluxton Sewerage Works at Tipton St John which urgently needs addressing. He also raised the matter of the overcrowding at the Doctors Surgery and the Kings School. He felt 300 homes maximum should be put forward including windfalls.

Councillor Wright spoke about industrial land and how many hectares would be best suited for Ottery St Mary. A figure of 3 hectares (7 ½ acres) had been suggested by EDDC but she felt there was no justification for that amount of land

Councillor Vesey mentioned the infrastructure in and around Ottery also education, roads and transport. 

He also raised the current ongoing problem of the discoloured water in some areas of the town

· 300 Maximum homes on the West side of the town. This figure should include windfalls 

· It was recommended 95-100 houses on the Cutler –Hammer site
· Brown site to be developed first

· Employment land should be on the West side of the town

· Plot of land in front of the Hospital needs developing

· Appropriate infrastructure should be provided at the same time as any development and not after

· Employment industrial land should be reduced 0.67 hectares
